(a) If a self-insured employer, group of self-insured employers, insurer of an employer, or group of insurers contracts with a pharmacy, group of pharmacies, or pharmacy benefit network to provide medicines and medical supplies required by Article 2 of Chapter 2 of Part 2 of  Division 4 of the Labor Code (commencing with Section 4600) to injured employees, those injured employees who are subject to the contract shall be provided medicines and medical supplies in the manner prescribed in the contract for as long as medicines or medical supplies are reasonably required to cure or relieve the injured employee from the effects of the injury.

(b) A self-insured employer, group of self-insured employers, insurer of an employer, or group of insurers may contract with a pharmacy, group of pharmacies, or pharmacy benefit network to provide medicines and medical supplies required by Article 2 of Chapter 2 of Part 2 of Division 4 of the Labor Code (commencing with Section 4600) to injured employees, provided the following standards are met:

(1)     The contracted pharmacies, groups of pharmacies, and/or pharmacy benefit networks provide access to a pharmacy within 30 minutes or 15 miles of the residences or workplaces of 80 percent of covered employees  

(2)     The contracted pharmacies, groups of pharmacies, and/or pharmacy benefit networks shall dispense medicines and medical supplies in accordance with Labor Code Sections 4600 and 4600.1 and in accordance with contract provisions.

(3)
As an alternative to (b)(1), upon agreement with the employee, medicines or medical supplies may be provided by alternative means, including but not limited to mail delivery.

(4)     When a self-insured employer, group of self-insured employers, insurer of an employer, or group of insurers contracts, as provided in this section, with a pharmacy, group of pharmacies, or pharmacy benefit network to provide medicines and medical supplies to injured employees, written notice of the following shall be provided to employees: 

A.      The requirement to obtain all medicines and medical supplies in the manner prescribed in the contract for as long as medicines or medical supplies are reasonably required to cure or relieve the injured employee from the effects of the injury;

B.      How to find participating pharmacies; and

C.
How to get assistance and more information,

Such notice shall be provided either in written or electronic form, at any time prior to but not later than 14 days after an employee files a claim form under Section 5401.
